Proposal Contents
1. Cover Letter

Please provide a brief cover letter, no more than one page, that includes the name of the project you are requesting funding for and the name(s) and contact information of the project participants(s) and/or staff member(s) involved in the project. Also include the host organization for the project team.
2. Project Abstract

The abstract should present a concise summary of the project. It should include the need for the project, the population it will serve, and its goals and objectives, as well as the applicant’s background and qualifications. Make sure you include the amount of funding that is being sought. Finally, mention how the project will be evaluated to measure its success.
3. Statement of Need

The statement of need should describe the problem the project will attempt to address. Also, describe the population that will be served.

4. Project Description

Describe the project and provide information on how it will be implemented. Include information on what will be accomplished and the desired outcome.
5. Goals and Objectives

Describe the project objectives in expected/specific outcomes.
6. Timeline
Please provide a timeline for the project. Also include when the project funds will used.
7. Budget

Include in the budget all expenses for your project. Please mention any funding that you are using from other sources. 
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
