Promoting Social and Economic Equalities
VISION
The three organisations (International Association of Schools of Social Work, International Council on Social Welfare, International Federation of Social Workers) affirm the vision of the Global Agenda which makes explicit the contribution of social work and social development in building a ‘society for all’ in which every individual has an active role to play within a fair and just world.

PURPOSE
The Global Agenda Observatory is the mechanism for monitoring and reporting on the implementation of The Agenda Commitments.
The purpose is to gather evidence about the activities of social workers, educators and social development practitioners, which support the implementation of the Global Agenda, in order to give visibility and credibility to their contributions and to promote further action.  This is structured around the four themes of The Global Agenda, starting with Promoting Social and Economic Equalities.

A focus on ensuring an appropriate environment for practice and education will be included throughout. 
OBSERVATORY STRUCTURE AND PROCESS
It is intended that The Global Agenda Observatory, being established by IASSW, ICSW and IFSW, will consist of networks or consortia composed of institutions of higher education and professional/practice-based organisations that jointly research, analyse, synthesise and report on Agenda activities. The Global Agenda Observatory will be established at local, national, regional and international levels, working through the existing structures and workplans.
For this first report, submissions will be accepted through the regional tripartite arrangements established by the 3 global organisations.
SUBMISSIONS

We want to receive examples of practice and professional education as well as examples of advocacy and policy action related to the theme Promoting Social and Economic Equalities.
Submissions can include papers, videos, audio files, pictures and other material.  

It is NOT necessary to provide formal, peer reviewed academic papers with references, although these will be welcome.  The Global Report will set the practice examples in a global context with reference to UN reports, global statistics and research evidence.
Please send a completed questionnaire (attached) with each submission – no more than 3 pages please.  You can attach other material.  We also provide a checklist which you may find helpful to stimulate your thinking.

TO THE 2014 GLOBAL CONFERENCE IN MELBOURNE 
TIMELINE
November 2012

Regional partnership bodies are invited to create a regional network or consortium to implement the call for national observatory arrangements.  
March 2013

The Global Agenda Coordinating Group will review progress and offer support where needed.  
April – August 2013

National partnerships and members of IASSW, ICSW and IFSW (the 3 global bodies) prepare submissions giving practice examples which illustrate the impact of social and economic inequalities and what people are doing to promote equalities.  Evidence about local policies is also welcome.
31 August 2013

Deadline for submissions to Regional Observatories
National networks or consortia complete a draft national report to submit to the Regional Observatory.  (Reports from others can be accepted by the Regional Observatory.)
September - November 2013

Regional observatory partnerships will complete regional synthesis reports to be submitted to the Global Observatory.  
December 2013

Regional Observatories submit their reports to the Global Observatory.
March 2014

The Global Agenda Coordinating Group will complete the global analysis and finalise the global report by March 2014. This is being coordinated with the publication timetable for the publication of a supplement to the International Social Work journal (ISW) which will be published in July 2014 (see below).

July 2014

The report will be published and launched at the Melbourne world conference. It is hoped that main publication will be in a supplement to International Social Work.
